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Autumn Watch
We are fortunate to have some excellent tree species around the course and in Autumn there is none better than Euonymus  europaeus, commonly known as the Spindle Tree  as the hard wood could be sharpened easily and was traditionally used for the making of spindles for spinning wool.
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There are several of them around the 7th green & 17th tee areas and now they have deep red foliage with distinctive pink berries. These hang individually on the twigs and each has four lobes in the form of a cross. This makes it look like a cardinal’s hat and the tree is called “priest’s biretta” in some European countries. Open one to reveal the small orange membranes that protect the white seeds inside. Beware as the seeds are poisonous if eaten. They do contain caffeine but also other less desirable alkaloids
The winter migrants are arriving and we have already seen Redwings on the course. These are one of the two birds of the Thrush family that come to the UK from Scandinavia and northern countries to spend winter in our more favourable climate. Redwings have what their name suggests together with a distinctive eye stripe and are smaller than our native Song & Mistle Thrushes. 
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The other incomer is the Fieldfare, a larger stocky long- tailed thrush with a light grey rump and head.
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Both species feed on insects and worms but especially love berries and may be seen together on rowan, cotoneaster and hawthorns.

There has been a huge irruption of siskins with several thousand birds reportedly flying south through Scotland so look out for a yellow, green and black, sharp beaked finch with a markedly forked tail.
